For the sake of this document, BCA means Blind Cricket Australia.

1.
Organising Committee

The host State/Territory shall select an organising committee solely to deal with all matters relating to the running of the Championships.

The Committee shall consist of:

1.1
Host State/Territory President

The Championships President will chair all meetings relating to championship matters, and report to BCA.

1.2
Host State/Territory Secretary

The Championships Secretary shall keep a record of all Championships meetings and business.

1.3 Host State/Territory 
Treasurer

The Championships Treasurer will keep a record of all monies received from competing States/Territories, and expenditure thereof, relating to the championships.  The treasurer must submit an audited statement to BCA within three months of the conclusion of the Championships.

1.4
Committee Members

It will be left to the Organising Committee to appoint any extra Committee positions they see fit to ensure the smooth running of the Championships.

1.5
Competing Committee Members

In the case of any member of the Organising Committee being a competitor they can have a substitute for the duration of the Championships.

2.
Meetings

Meetings in relation to the Championships will be held (see Constitution).
Managers, Umpires, and Scorers meetings will be held prior to the commencement of the Championships.

3.
Registration of Players

The host State/Territory shall receive from competing States/Territories a list of players wishing to participate in matches under its control at least one calendar month before the commencement of the Championships.
This list is to be accompanied by certification of eligibility.  

3.1
Such eligibility shall be defined as:

(a)
One who has certification on a WBCC/BCA approved Sight Classification form by a suitably qualified person in line with the current WBCC/BCA requirements.
(b)
And their sight qualification/classification should be stated.

3.2
A State/Territory shall register no more than fourteen players.

3.3
Applications for runners by virtue of age or other circumstances should be made.

3.4
Notification of a Manager, Captain and a Vice Captain should be made. 

3.5
A State/Territory shall not be eligible to register any players or officials unless that person permanently resides within that State/Territory or that person has received a written clearance from the State/Territory of permanent residence (refer 3.1).

3.6
A State/Territory shall not be eligible to register any players or officials that may be in debt or still owe monies to Blind Cricket Australia within a period of 6 months prior to the commencement date of the National Championships (subject to a current repayment program being adhered to).

4.
Umpires

4.1
The host State/Territory shall receive from competing Affiliate States/Territories a list of Umpires wishing to officiate in matches under its control at least one calendar month before the commencement of the championships.
4.2
Selection of Umpires:

(a)
The Organising committee shall allocate umpires to the matches during the rounds and notify States/Territories in due course.

(b)
Before the commencement of the Championship Final, the delegates of all participation States/Territories shall meet to select the two umpires to officiate.  This selection panel may be chaired by either the Blind Cricket Australia Chairperson or the Tournament Referee. 
4.3
A competing State/Territory should endeavor to provide at least one Umpire and one Scorer for any Interstate competitions or National Championships (A State/Territory not providing an Umpire or Scorer may incur the costs of proving a replacement).
4.4
Where possible, a State/Territories Umpire will not officiate in a match in which his/her State/Territory is taking part, except for the final.

5.
Scorers

Each competing State/Territory should endeavour to provide at least one Scorer to officiate in matches it is competing in, (inline with 4.3).
Names of scorers should be submitted one calendar month before the commencement of the championships.

At the end of a match the Scorers must make sure that all Umpires taking part have signed their score book.
A match result will not be official until this has been carried out.  

6.
Competition

(a)
The competition will be a round robin of at least two rounds.  Matches may start between 28 December of the year in which they take place and 6 January the following year.
(b)
The final will be conduct over a one day match only, the final will take place between the two leading teams finishing with the most points after completion of the round robin matches or following the completion of semi final matches played. If inclement weather does not allow a final to take place or be completed, the team finishing with the most points from the round robin matches will be declared the winner.

(c)
Provision may also be made for third position between teams 

finishing respectively third and fourth after completion of round robin matches.  Only one day to be set aside for this minor final.  

7.  Code of Dress

7.1 All players taking part in BCA Championship Matches must wear long coloured pants (State/Territory colour) and shirts predominantly coloured 51% (long or short sleeve).

Names of players and their numbers are not required.

7.2
Identification:

Players to wear coloured wrist bands on their leading arm to identify their sight classification:

(i). B1 White.

(ii). B2 red

(iii) B3 blue.

7.3 All players taking part in an International Tournament or World Cup Series must wear the approved Australian Uniform.  

8.
Official Functions

8.1
Opening Ceremony

Prior to the commencement of the first match an opening ceremony will be carried out.

8.2
Presentation Dinner

At the end of the Championships a closing, sit down dinner will be held.
The following business must be transacted. 

However, it is not limited to this business:

(a)
Naming of the Australian team. 

(b)
Presentation of the Best B3, B2 and B1 for each team taking part.

(c)
Presentation of the Best B3, B2 and B1 for the BCA Championships.

(d)
Presentation of the Trevor Vayro Award

(e) And such other awards.

9.
Luncheon and Social Functions

9.1 States/Territories may nominate squad up to twenty persons requiring luncheon and wishing to attend social functions.  Levy must be paid to Host State/Territory within one month prior to commencement of championships.  

9.2 States/Territories may nominate additional supporters for luncheon and wishing to attend social functions.  Levy must be paid to Host State/Territory within one month prior to commencement of championships.

9.3 National Selection panel and Tournament Referee to be invited guests at each Championship for luncheon and social functions.
9.4 If any selector or Tournament Referee is named as an official of State/Territory Squad, levy to be paid by respective State/Territory.  

9.5 The Host State/Territory is required to forward each State/Territory a Tax Invoice for the amount due for meals and functions etc.  Each State/Territory will then have a period of one week in which to pay this Tax Invoice.


10.
National Selection Panel


10.1
Blind Cricket Australia will elect a National Selection Panel, herein after called The Panel.  The Panel will be elected at every second Annual General Meeting, i.e. 2010, 2012, 2014 etc.  The Panel shall consist of a maximum of 5 persons, not more than two from any State/Territory, one of which shall act at the Chairman. 


10.2
Eligibility


(a)
A member must have represented their State/Territory for a minimum of three championships as a player.


(b)
A member must have retired from State/Territory cricket as a player for at least twelve months.

(c)
A member must have retired from International cricket as a player for at least twelve months.


(d)
An official representing their State/Territory at National or International level must have officiated in a minimum of three championships.
(e)
In the event of a casual vacancy, a member’s nomination must be approved by their State/Territory Organisation for eligibility and submitted under the rules of the constitution of BCA. The appointment must be within a period of three months.


10.3
Nominations


(a)
All nominations must be approved by their State/Territory Organisation to be eligible and submitted under the rules of the constitution of BCA.


(b)
At any National Training Camp, Championship, or International Competition held within Australia, all Panel Members must be present unless an appropriate reason has been given in writing to BCA.  


10.4
Responsibilities



(a)
Championship Eleven

The Panel will be responsible for selecting the Championship Eleven on conclusion of all matches scheduled during the BCA National Championship.
Only players from affiliated States/Territories of BCA will be eligible for selection in the Championship Eleven.



(b) 
Training Camps

The Panel will be responsible for any cricket related activities during any National Training Camp.



(c)
National Selection

The Panel will select National Teams from a list of players forwarded to them.  Nominations for any National Team must be endorsed by their State/Territory Organisation and forwarded through Blind Cricket Australia.

A player shall not be eligible to nomination or be selected to any Australian team or National Training Camp that may be in debt or still owe monies to Blind Cricket Australia (subject to a current repayment program being adhered to).



(d) 
International Competition played within Australia

The Panel will select the Australian Team to compete in matches played within Australia. The Panel will also announce the Captain and Vice Captain of the Australian Team.

(e) International Competition played outside Australia

The Selection Panel of all future Australian Representative Teams touring internationally, that has one or more National Selectors in attendance shall be the Captain, Coach and a National Selector.

The Captain shall be the Chairman.  If no National Selection Panel Member or Coach is on tour, then the National Selection Panel will appoint a second and third selector for the team prior to the tour.


10.5
Chairman 

The Chairman will report to BCA in writing or verbally to any Face to Face Meeting or Teleconference when required.


10.6
Termination

Blind Cricket Australia has the right to terminate a Selection Panel member or members at any time it sees fit.  This must be a two thirds majority vote on any written submission from any State/Territory Organisation.
