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Selection Policy
The BCA Selection Policy for Training Camp & International Selection:

1. All players must be a current financial member of a BCA State/Territory Affiliated Member Organisation. 

2. All players must possess a current eyesight classification certificate inline with WBCC requirements outlining their level of vision impairment or be in a position to obtain the appropriate certificate.

3. All players must participate in State/Territory based cricket programs to achieve State/Territory selection to National Championships.

4. All players must participate in the National Championships preceding selection of any Australian Team for Training Camps or International competition (not including new players to blind cricket).

5. All players must attend sport specific national Training Camps when and if required by the BCA National Selection Panel.

6.
That all players selected to represent BCA at any Training Camp or International tournament are required to be available and/or participate in at least 50% of the scheduled State/Territory domestic competition in that season in which the International tournament is being scheduled prior to that particular tournament being conducted.

7.
The Selection Panel reserves the right to select a player If unable to attend a National Championship or National Training Camp through injury, illness (subject to medical evidence being provided to support their claim), employment or any other valid reason that maybe acceptable to the National Selection Panel.
8.
All players must adhere to the directions/instructions of the National Selection Panel/Team Management on consideration to a National squad.

9. All players must endorse and adhere to the BSA/BCA/Cricket Australia Doping Policies.

10. All players must meet the advertised qualifying standards/playing eligibility/attendance at the previous National competition determined as the squad selection event.

11. All players must meet the requirements of the National Selection Panel of BCA/BSA/Cricket Australia in terms of international team travel and competition.

12.
No player maybe eligible for selection to a national Training camp or selection for a representative team that is in debt or still owe monies to Blind Cricket Australia (subject to a current repayment program being adhered to).

13. Residency:

Any player not previously a member of a State/Territory team, wishing to participate in a BCA National or International tournament must have lived in that State/Territory for a minimum period of three months. The State/Territory Organisation must ratify this new player prior to nomination for a tournament.

14.
Temporary Residency:

Any player residing in Tasmania or the Northern Territory may participate in a BCA National or International tournament providing this player becomes a member of a State/Territory Organisation affiliated with the BCA. Eligibility of this player to participate in either a BCA National or International tournament must be ratified by the State/Territory Organisation the player will represent prior to each tournament.

15.
International Residency:

Any international player wishing to participate in a BCA National or International tournament must have resided in Australia for a minimum period of two years. This player, to be eligible to represent Australia must not have participated in any National or International tournament for any other country within the two year period. However, if a player transfers to another country for the second time, the period will be extended to four years. The player must be a member of an affiliated State/Territory Organisation of BCA and be ratified by their State/Territory prior to nomination for any BCA National or International tournament.    

BCA International Selection Criteria:

For State/Territory Affiliated Members of the BCA:

(a) Nominees are required to meet all of the above selection criteria.

(b) BCA must have their team selection endorsed by the BSA/Cricket Australia for consideration for funding.

(c) The National Selection criteria must be pre-advertised to enable nominees the opportunity to understand the selection methods and process.
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
