Blind Cricket Australia Policies

Blind Cricket Australia Fee Policy

1
National Championship Registration Fee

Fees as determined by the BCA must be received by the Treasurer of the host State/Territory, nine months prior to the commencement of a National Championship as shall be determined from time to time by BCA.

2
Membership Fee

Affiliate States/Territories shall pay, by the end of October, each year an Administration Fee as shall be determined from time to time by the BCA.  Any affiliate State/Territory not paying this fee by the end of January the following year or AGM shall become un financial and not have any voting rights.

Blind Cricket Australia Malcolm Penn National Blind Cricket Memorial Fund Policy

1.
Members must pay a levy to the Malcolm Penn National Blind Cricket Memorial Fund, no later than 31st January each year.

2.
The Malcolm Penn National Blind Cricket Memorial Fund is to be managed as a specified fund by Blind Cricket Australia once transferred from the Flinders Trust/Lions Club of Burnside.

3.
The principal of the Malcolm Penn National Blind Cricket Memorial Fund may not be utilized for any purpose for at least a period of ten (10) years (1 August, 2019) after the date of its transfer from the Flinders Trust/Lions Club of Burnside to Blind Cricket Australia.

4.
From 2011/2012, the host State/Territory will only receive the interest accrued over each 2 year period from this fund. If the interest is less than $2,500.00, this sum is toped up from the fund.

This Policy was amended and ratified at the Blind Cricket Australia Director’s Meeting held via teleconference on 4 August, 2009.
Blind Cricket Australia Life Governorship Policy

1.
BCA shall from time to time appoint a Life Governor for services rendered as a player, administrator, or official.

2.
Eligibility shall be at least twenty years of exceptional service to the sport of blind cricket at a national and/or international level.

3.
The number of Life Governors shall be limited to ten at any given time. 

4.
Any Affiliate State/Territory wishing to nominate a person for Life Governorship must follow the same procedure in accordance with changes to the constitution and rules.

5.
Nomination must be accompanied by a detailed resume outlining the nominee’s involvement and accomplishments in the sport.

Clearances

Please find outlined below an extract from the Minutes of the Mid Term Conference in Canberra on 14 January, 2007. This extract relates to Clearances and was addressed again on 21 & 22 February, 2009 AGM.

“7.2 Clearances for Players during Championships

There were discussions regarding the access of having players from one State play for another during the Championships. It was stated clearly that a player can be only cleared if they are not playing for their State after that States selections have been made for the Championships. 

If a player has not played within a State for a period of 2 years there were discussions to what status they hold. It was decided that no matter whether they are a member of the Blind Cricket organisation or not, they need to be cleared to the State that would like them to play for during the Championships.

Further discussion regarding who would arbitrate if there were any problems with clearances from one State to another. 

This was moved as a resolution:

Moved ACT: That A.B.C.C look at the Victorian Model for Clearances and put this into action for the next Championships.

Seconded: NSW

Carried unanimously”
It has now been determined that Victoria do not have a model.
Transfer of Players

If a player is not to play for the State/Territory that they are a resident and their registration with that State/Territory body is up-to-date. They have the option of trying to secure a temporary transfer to another State/Territory. Transfers must be mutual between all parties (players, States/Territory & National board).

1. The State/Territory that receives a player in the transfer is responsible for the registration of the player as per section 3 of the championship regulations.

2. The closing date for transfers is no later than two months prior to the championships where the transfer will be active.

3. Any disputes involving transfers may be dealt with by the full national body.

4. Any player who would like an open transfer and meets all the criteria stated in subsection 1 will be allocated by the national selectors to an appropriate State/Territory.
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
